Director: Dror Zahavi  Print Source: Film Movement

Terek is a Palestinian forced to undertake a suicide mission in Tel Aviv to redeem his father’s honor. He is given a second chance when the fuse on his 

explosive vest fails to detonate. Awaiting its repair, Terek is stuck in Tel Aviv for a weekend with the deadly load of explosives still strapped to him. He 

is caught between the men who sent him, who can blow up his bomb remotely, the Israeli police patrolling the streets and the Israelis he meets and 

befriends. They include the beautiful Keren, who has cut off contact with her Orthodox family and upbringing. Terek and Keren open up to one another 

and an unlikely love blooms between two isolated, damaged individuals raised to be enemies. Terek finds the spark of life returning to fill his soul, but 

when the weekend ends, he must make the decision of his life.

In 1947, suspected Communists working in the film industry were summoned to testify before the HUAC. Some answered 

questions about Communism and implicated others, but 10 of the witnesses refused to give evidence, citing their First 

Amendment rights. Their defense failed, and the men, who became known as the Hollywood Ten, received one-year prison terms. 

Directed by John Berry (who was blacklisted for making this short film), The Hollywood Ten consists of a brief biography 

of each of the 10 and their explanations for refusing to answer the HUAC’s questions. Alvah Bessie (screenwriter), Herbert 

Biberman (screenwriter and director), Lester Cole (screenwriter), Edward Dmytryk (director), Ring Lardner, Jr. (journalist 

and screenwriter), John Howard Lawson (writer), Albert Maltz (author and screenwriter), Samuel Ornitz (screenwriter), 

Adrian Scott (screenwriter and film producer) and Dalton Trumbo (screenwriter and novelist) were the 10 men who stood 

up for their beliefs and suffered an apparently illegal punishment.

Director: Martin Ritt  Print Source: Swank Motion Pictures

Woody Allen plays a cashier and small-time bookie with no real talent or strong political convictions. He 

is hired to be a front for a group of blacklisted writers during the McCarthy era in the United States (early 

1950s). There’s humor in his attempts to take credit for stories he hasn’t even read, until he comes under 

the scrutiny of the House Un-American Activities Committee (HUAC). “[E]ven in its comic moments,” 

wrote film critic Vincent Canby, “The Front works on the conscience. It recreates the awful noise of 

ignorance that can still be heard.” The film was nominated for three major prizes: Walter Bernstein for 

an Academy Award for Writing Original Screenplay; Zero Mostel for a BAFTA Award for Best Supporting 

Actor; and Andrea Marcovicci for a Golden Globe Award for New Star of the Year – Actress.

Through a montage of archival footage, personal photos and text from diaries, this documentary film examines 

a group of brave young writers who chronicled the Holocaust. The diaries of these young people were 

collected for the first time in the award-winning book Salvaged Pages: Young Writers’ Diaries of the Holocaust 

by Alexandra Zapruder. Director Lauren Lazin (Tupac: Resurrection) shot footage in Vilnius, Lithuania, site of a 

Jewish ghetto created by the Nazis. The diary readers are actors Zach Braff, Ryan Gosling, Kate Hudson, Oliver 

Hudson, Brittany Murphy, Joaquin Phoenix, Amber Tamblyn and Elijah Wood.

Director: Rolf Schubel  Print Source: Menemsha Films

Set in pre-WWII Budapest, this award-winning German film offers rich textures, indelible characters and a song that has 

haunted listeners for more than a half century. First and foremost, the film is a love story about a ménage a trois that becomes 

increasingly complicated. Gloomy Sunday is built around the title song, a haunting ballad that was a hit during the 1930s 

and recorded and popularized by Billie Holiday in 1941. Finally, it is an eloquent story of war and its aftermath, right up to a 

stunning twist at the end. Lush cinematography, a magnificent score, superb acting and a compelling story combine to make 

Gloomy Sunday an unforgettable cinematic experience.

The delivery of a battered suitcase to Fumiko Ishioka at the Tokyo Holocaust Museum begins the true-life mystery that became the subject of Karen 
Levine’s best-selling book Hana’s Suitcase. The luggage came from the Auschwitz Museum in Poland with Hana Brady’s name painted on it. Larry 
Weinstein’s masterful film follows Fumiko’s search to discover the details of Hana’s life, which leads to the discovery of her brother, George, in Toronto. 
They had been sent to the Thereisenstadt concentration camp as children after the Nazis invaded Czechoslovakia in 1939. The voices of children from 
Japan, Canada and the Czech Republic telling Hana’s story are woven around the drama, George’s memories and Fumiko’s quest.

Directors: Michael Pertnoy & Michael Kleiman  Print Source: International Film Circuit 

The film profiles four genocide survivors and their struggle to make sense of tragedy by working to educate a new generation about the horrors 

that must be averted. By presenting these stories of loss, survival, and hope side by side, the film highlights the subjects’ commonalities as survivors 

and, more broadly, as human beings. Shot on location in five countries across four continents, the film focuses on the universality of the horror of 

genocide – combating the notion that genocide is something that happens “over there.” Above all, The Last Survivor is an intimate meditation on 

how one begins to pick up the pieces of a broken life after experiencing tragedy.

Unter Bauren – Retter in der Nacht, as the film is known in German, is based on the memoirs of Marga Spiegel. In her narrative, published in 

1965, she describes how courageous German farmers hide her, her husband and their little daughter from 1943-1945, thus saving them from 

deportation to the extermination camps in the East. Without reservation, the farmers offer the refugees protection. The farmers do not consider 

themselves heroes. They are used to overcoming danger and hardship, guided by their instinct and century-old code of ethics. They risk their 

own lives, and, if necessary, those of their families, without ever discussing friendship, reliability and humanity.

Naomi, the brilliant and pious daughter of an ultra-Orthodox rabbi, finds herself at a crossroads when her mother dies and she is expected 

to immediately marry her father’s prodigy. She begs her father to allow her one year of study at a women’s religious seminary in Safed, the 

birthplace of the Kabbalah. Her father relents. Devout but lively, Naomi and her new friend Michelle befriend a beautiful, mysterious older 

woman, Anouk (Fanny Ardant), who is ill, may or may not be Jewish and might have committed a crime of passion. To purge Anouk of her 

sins, Naomi devises rituals that stretch the borders of Jewish law and must be kept secret. Eventually, this journey into the forbidden leads to 

a growing attraction between the two girls – and another crossroads. The Secrets presents the complexities of a religious lifestyle in a vibrant 

environment of youth, rebellion and desire.

Director: Scott Goldstein  Print Source: Scott Goldstein

Where I Stand documents the endlessly surprising life of Greenspun, a Brooklyn boy who becomes a charismatic 

newspaperman, Las Vegas icon and real-life Zelig. His epic journey from associate of mobster “Bugsy” Siegel to hero of 

Israel to maverick founder of the Las Vegas Sun (and its long-running “Where I Stand” column) features a motley group 

of high-rolling businessmen and gangsters, movie stars, politicians, family and wheeler-dealer friends. Following Siegel’s 

murder in 1947, Greenspun rediscovered his Jewish heritage and ran guns to Israel. Known for winning every battle he 

ever fought, the outspoken Greenspun stood up to Sen. Joseph McCarthy, recruited Howard Hughes to buy out the 

Vegas mob, ended segregation on the Vegas strip and protested nuclear waste dumping in Nevada. Director Scott 

Goldstein combines archival stills, illuminating interviews, rare diary entries read by Anthony Hopkins and atmospheric 

music to create a spirited, highly stylized mosaic of Greenspun’s legendary escapades.
